Long form: (read this later). It’s not about expanding the ABT into a long form. Let’s say you have a five page piece. Your opening paragraph should have the ABT that is over the whole thing. But there are sub parts to this story that you take in turn. Each should begin with an AB and expanded T. And you could close with a summary that is, itself an ABT.  That’s one way. The point is that as you write the T of an ABT it leads to the next challenge/conflict (B) and the outcome, resolution (T). Or you could start with a new sub A then B then T. The thing is, THERE IS NO “STANDARD FORMAT!” It’s understanding narrative to the point that you “feel” the narrative slow down so you look for the next point (as a “conflict”) that carries you along…
